Portugueses (JIPs) no XXVI Congresso da Aca-

demia Europeia de Alergologia e Imunologia
Clinica (EAACI), que decorreu entre 9 e 13 de Junho na
cidade de Goteborg, foi caracterizada pelo elevado nume-
ro de resumos apresentados e pelo empenho e participa-
¢io activa na Academia.

De entre as actividades cientificas desenvolvidas pelos
Junior Members and Affiliates (JMA) da EAACI, o destaque
vai para a Junior Poster Session na noite de abertura do
Congresso. Ocorreu ainda, como habitual, um JMA Fo-
rum, este ano dedicado a “Inflamacgio das vias aéreas”. O
colega Luis Miguel Borrego, eleito como Representante
Europeu dos |JMA para os préximos 2 anos, foi modera-
dor de ambos os eventos.

Durante a Junior Poster Session foram apresentados
perto de duas centenas de posters com discussdo, sendo
atribuidos prémios para as melhores apresentagdes. Con-
gratulamo-nos, este ano, pelo facto de, a semelhanga do
ocorrido em 2002 e em 2006, um destes prémios ter sido

atribuido a uma Jovem Imunoalergologista Portuguesa, a

colega Helena Pité, com o trabalho intitulado “Usefulness
of specific IgE to ovomucoid in egg allergy” (abstract 271).

Num sistema fortemente vocacionado para a presta-
¢do de cuidados assistenciais e em que a investigagido é
muitas vezes preterida, a apresentagdo de um total de 53
trabalhos por JIPs durante o XXVI Congresso da EAACI é
motivo de grande regozijo.
